Quick guide:

Only local installations
in the local network are intended for use.

Login:

To log in, use guest access, create a new user by filling out the fields or use your user ID.



Menu:

From the menu you can choose to insert a new record, edit a record and log out.



Input:

When inserting a new data record, give the data record a name and create a group or add it to
an existing group. For the self-assessment and peer assessment, collect the data from the raw
data sheets for each item.



Edit:

To edit, select the record to be edited and you can delete, change or create the profile.



Profile:

Under Edit, select the creation of the profile according to the HS or FS standards. The
interpretation of the profile assumes knowledge of classical test theory and knowledge of the
handbook. The profile is a summary of the self-determined and non-ruling self-assessment and
not an externally determined analysis of defects.
